3a3: Formation of the Foundation

Children are the future pillars of society. It is important that they have health minds and bodies to work, learn, play and enjoy a happy childhood. Therefore, it is paramount that the public be taught to safeguard health and welfare of the children in Hong Kong, because only health children will grow up to be healthy adults, contributing to our future society. It is precisely on such faith that the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation was established and such will be its main objective. The late Mr. Fong Shu-chuen, founder of the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation wrote in his letter to the trustees of the Foundation on the 27th June 1986: "It is most alarming to know that there is an increase in the birth of mentally and physically handicapped children and that the infant mortality rate is still not at its lowest. The best course of prevention lies in the field of pre-marital counselling, pre and ante-natal medical educational programmes. Prevention is better than cure. These public education measures will no doubt help to prevent, reduce and diagnose abnormal and handicapped births. With this objective in mind, I would like to recommend the establishment of the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation as a charitable organisation. Please study this proposal and hopefully it can be realized soon." Following that letter, Mr Henry Fong, MBE, JP, donated the first HK$100,000 to the Board of Trustees in 1987, with the aims to make contributions towards advancement of paediatrics, improving and upgrading existing paediatric services, promotion of child health, perinatal health and perinatal health services in Hong Kong, preventing health risks in babies and reducing infant mortality, researches into the means of better medical and paramedical care for children in Hong Kong, prevention and alleviation of handicapped conditions in childhood through medical, paramedical and other means, educating the public on matters of child health, providing better environment for child development in Hong Kong and generally for the promotion of better child health in Hong Kong and elsewhere in the world. 

The members of the Board of Trustees of this Foundation, encouraged by the recommendations of Mr. Fong, have worked together to establish the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation with donations from the Fong Shu Fook Tong Foundation.

With the inaugural Press Conference in 1987, the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation was formally set up. The present logo is the winning piece of the Logo Design Competition held in June 1987. The red logo with the right hand raised represents a health child. It is designed by a sixteen year-old girl Lai Siu-Yee. Thereafter the Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation has devoted its service to promoting child health in Hong Kong.
3e5a1: Improvement of Paediatric Ward Facilities

The Foundation decorated children's wards and clinics of 18 Government and Government subvented hospitals. These include United Christian Hospital, Prince of Wales Hospital, Queen Elizabeth Hospital, Psychiatric Unit of Queen Mary Hospital, Nethersole Hospital, Pok Oi Hospital, Kowloon Hospital, Kwong Wah Hospital, Queen Mary Hospital, Grantham Hospital, Caritas Hospital, Ruttonjee Sanatorium Hospital, Yan Chai Hospital, Our Lady of Maryknoll Hospital, Kwai Chung Hospital, South Kwai Chung Hospital, South Kwai Chung Psychiatric Centre and Yung Fung Shee Psychiatric Centre. The project was completed in three phases. Colourful cartoon label and pictures were put up on the windows and walls of the children's wards. Moreover we offered them colourful bedsheets and curtains, too. We also provided sick children with educational toys and reading materials so that they can occupy themselves while staying in the ward. We even make an effort to replenish the books and toys every year. With the sponsorship from Shun Hing electronic Trading Co. Ltd. the Foundation also installed televisions and video recorders in the paediatric wards. All these arrangements have tremendously helped to improve the environment for hospitalized children.

In 1990, fifty-two cordless telephones and separate lines have been installed in all government and government subvented children's wards. The telephones were for sick bedridden children so that they will be able to telephone their relatives and friends while staying in hospital. This gentle thought provides much needed comfort and helps to relieve the agony of hospitalization.

The Foundation would like to take this opportunity to thank the Hong Kong Telecom for their support for our cordless telephone project/

In 1991, the Foundation also helped to set up children's libraries in the children's wards in the above hospitals. we also provided each with a mobile book -shelf so that bedridden children can choose the books from their bedside.

With the support of the "Children's Daily", the Foundation subscribed the newspaper for children in the above hospitals so that they can read about current events and interesting stories. However with the discontinuation of "Children's daily", the Foundation was unable to continue this service.

Apart from paediatric wards we also decorated paediatric outpatients departments in the above hospitals. Children admitted into these hospitals and clinics since 1988 would have benefitted from the various facilities we offered in the wards and other areas. The number of children benefitted in one year is estimated to be at least over 250,000 hospitalized children and another 250,000 children who attend paediatric clinics.

We would like to express our gratitude for the co-operation and support from the Hospital Authority, the various hospitals, and clinics in helping us with the setting up and administering of different facilities.

3e5a4: “A Dream Come True” Project

Many children are inflicted with serious illnesses which kill or shorten life spans. Where medicines are expected to fail, a lot can still be done to make their dreams come true in an attempt to improve the quality of life which still exists. It may be in the form of a short holiday with parents, a visit by a television star, life sustaining equipment, an aeroplane flight etc. Starting October 1989, this project continues to meet the wishes of chronically or terminally ill patients. So far two children from Queen Elizabeth Hospital, one from Prince of Wales Hospital and one from Queen Mary Hospital have benefitted from this project.
A twelve year-old girl suffering from renal failure, hypertension, anaemia and growth failure and who became wheelchair bound after a fall was recommended by her paediatric consultant in 1989. She required blood transfusion every three to four months. She was visited by Foundation Trustees and Project Committee members Dr. Henrietta Ip, Mrs. Anisa Nasser, Mrs. Ng Fong Siu Mei and Miss Dora Wong and received a cassette player, some tapes, a Sega TV game and video set which she had requested earlier. 

Another sixteen year-old boy suffering from haemophilia received an IBM compatible computer XT and monitor presented to him by Mrs. Ng Fong Siu Mei and Miss Dora Wong during a visit in 1989. 

An eight year-old boy who was suffering from Protein C Deficiency, clotting problem and right hemiparesis also had his dream come true in 1989. The Foundation arranged a visit for him and his family to Ocean Park. During the second visit paid by Mrs. Ng Fong Siu Mei and Miss Dora Wong, he received a video recorder which he had requested. 

Another girl, eleven years of age, suffered from lymphoblastic leukemia. She was treated with cranial radiation and chemotherapy. Upon her request, the Foundation has given her a compact disc player and two compact discs. 

3e5h: Public Seminars on Childhealth
The Hong Kong Childhealth Foundation organises at least one seminar each year to educate the public on different aspects of child health. The topics explored are as follows: 

Psychological Development of Children in Hong Kong
This Seminar was held in November 1987 at the City Hall. It was designed to provide public education for parents on the principles of child psychological development and early identification and management of children with psychological problems.

In the forum, parents also heard the views of professional and experienced people who were actively engaged in child health work locally.

Physical and Psychological Development of Adolescents in Hong Kong
In adolescence, young people face problems arising from their families and society. It is essential to provide them with adequate assistance. This seminar, held at the Duke of Windsor Social Service Building in November 1988 was specially designed to help the public to understand the physical and psychological development of adolescents in Hong Kong.

During the conference, the physical, psychological and social development aspects of adolescents in Hong Kong was presented. Physical and psychological health of adolescents was emphasized. The role of the school, adolescent workers and parents were examined.

In the forum, professionals answered questions raised by parents and provided them with valuable advice.

The Foundation would like to thank the Hong Kong Federation of Youth Groups for its cooperation in organizing this Seminar.

Dental Health in Children
This seminar covered many aspects of the most common dental disorders and their management. It was held at the Hong Kong Convention and Exhibition Centre in November 1989.

Specific topics discussed included normal development, replacement and growth of teeth, causes of cavity formation and periodontal diseases, orthodontic treatment, aesthetic dentistry and oral care and cleanliness. The present dental status of children and adolescents in Hong Kong was also presented.

The panel of speakers answered questions raised in the forum.
